Workload:

· You will also be required to do a sketch or thumbnail with every artwork. You need to have a plan for everything that you create. 

· HOMEWORK:  You will be required to complete one sketch every week. You are provided with a weekly list of sketches to complete. You will be given half the day each Friday to begin work on your sketchbook assignment.  Each of these sketches is due every Monday and will be worth 20 points.  There are no late sketchbooks.
· PROJECTS: You will be completing 5-8 works of art. Each work will be worth anywhere from 200-400 points. 
· You will be graded on the following for each project: craftsmanship, effort, creativity, and required elements.
· LATE WORK: Late projects will be accepted, but each day a project is late you will lose 10% a day up to a loss of 50%. After you have reached 50% it is up to teacher discretion to accept late work.
· EXTRA CREDIT: Ticket system: Tickets can be earned by answering questions correctly, being exceptionally clean, helping a classmate, or being a Good Samaritan. Tickets can be traded in at the end of the trimester for extra credit. These tickets can also be used for a hall pass. You will start off the year with two tickets. 
Expectations:

All rules are in addition to those of the school and the golden rule. I reserve the right to add to the list at any point. 
· No Negativity is allowed in the classroom. If you walk through the door with a negative attitude you will be walking right back out of it.
