Workload:

· HOMEWORK:  You will be required to complete sketches or other forms of brainstorming before every project.  
· PROJECTS: The photo work will be divided into biweekly projects. This will give you the opportunity to spend around a week on film and about a week on photos. We will have a critique at the end of EVERY project. There are no late photo assignments.
· You will be graded on the following for each project: craftsmanship, effort, creativity, and required elements.
· TESTS: There will also be 5 skills tests for the semester. This is where you will demonstrate your ability to make a proper test strip, contact sheet, etc.  

· EXTRA CREDIT: There is a 20-50 point extra credit opportunity that will be available at some point throughout the semester. More information will be provided to you as the opportunity approaches.
